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Pet ID tips

We get many calls from frantic
owners whose pets have
strayed or gone missing. Here
are some recommended
options to ensure your pet
has proper ID so they can be
quickly returned to you:

1. Putatag with your pet's
name, your name and your
contact information on
your pet's collar.

2. Getyour pet chipped by
your vet - a rice grain size
chip under the skin that
can be read with a
scanner.

3. Geta LifeKey pet tag
(www.lifekey.com) - made

right here in Dubois!

4. Forlost pets, please call
the Fremont County Sheriff
at 800-967-2302.
